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University of Technology of Compiégne (UTC) is a French engineering school. UTC is located in the city of Compiegne. It
is approximately 45 minutes from Paris by train and 45 minutes from Charles de Gaulle International Airport by car.

There are 60 students' clubs and associations within UTC (music, photography, theatre, football, basketball, rowing,
aerobics, etc.), and some of which have expanded their network to other European countries.

In UTC, you can chose your courses in English or French. Student can also chose classes one by one, with mechanics,
computer sciences, mathematics, or human sciences.
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
