Compulsory Automobile Insurance

Before driving a car in Japan, make sure that you are insured
with the JIBAISEKI-HOKEN (Automobile third party liability
insurance, which is compulsory) as well as the NINIFHOKEN
(Supplementary insurance). This is to protect you and your
family members against claims for damages as well as
medical fees in the event of traffic accidents. As damage
claims and medical fees can be very expensive in Japan, we
absolutely require you to insure yourself in this case.
If you have any guestion regarding this matter, please
consult the ISC (International Student Center), the
International Office Administrative Division, or the
Educational Affairs Section in your faculty.

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Mandatory insurance policies for international students

The following insurance policies A-D, are mandatory for all new international students
except those enrolled in the United Graduate School of Agricultural Sciences, Ehime
University.

A) National Health Insurance

All new international students (including family members) who plan to study for more
than 3 months, must enroll in Japan's National Health Insurance scheme. Once enrolled,
students need to pay just 30% of the total medical fees when receiving treatment at clinics
and hospitals.

B) Personal Accident Insurance for Students Pursuing Education and Research

This insurance covers damages and losses that occur in university-related incidents. These
include commuting to and from the university, accidents that happen in the laboratory, or
injuries while participating in a university-sponsored sports event.

C) Liability Insurance for Students Pursuing Education and Research

This insurance protects the student from the risks of liabilities imposed by lawsuits and
similar claims that occur in university-related incidents. Examples include cases whereby
due to the negligence of the student, property belonging to another individual is damaged.
Another example is when the student injured another person in an accident.

D) Liability Insurance for Students in incidents not related to the university

This insurance is similar to the one noted in ‘C’, except that incidents covered are not
connected to the university. Examples include injuries inflicted onto other individuals
while holidaying privately in Hokkaido. This insurance also takes up the 30% medical
fees not covered by the National Health Insurance, thus freeing the student of all medical
bills in times of illness.

Example of insurance premiums for one year:

A) National Health Insurance (Calculation depends on age and income. | ¥20,000
Takamatsu City provides a maximum of ¥8,000 to self-funded international
students.

B) Personal Accident Insurance for Students Pursuing Education and ¥1,000
Research
C) Liability Insurance for Students Pursuing Education and Research ¥340

D) Liability Insurance for Students in incidents not related to the university | ¥13,340
