The Center for Educational Development and Support is an institute administered by the Faculty of Education. Its purpose is to assist the
faculty in carrying out education in the field, to provide support for pre-service and in-service teachers, and to develop teaching and learning skills,
and to further special needs education in cooperation with the faculty's six attached schools and the Kagawa Prefectural Board of Education.

The Center is composed of five divisions. The first carries out education in the field for first-year to fourth-year students focusing on their
teaching practice. The second division supports prospective school teachers in preparing for the national teacher employment examinations,
and also provides consultation for them. The third division provides current school teachers with on-going professional guidance by holding
lecture meetings. The fourth division develops teaching and learning skills in liaison with the faculty's six attached schools, which include a
kindergarten, and other educational organizations in Kagawa prefecture. The fifth division manages the resource room named Subaru, which
carries out practical research and guidance through assessment and individual educational plans for young children, elementary and junior high
pupils, with learning disorders or attention-deficit hyperactivity disorder, and other related issues children face.

The University Farm focuses on three different areas: practical farming education for students, research activities under the direction of teachers and technical
staffs, and farm management. The farm was founded in 1958, and after many changes in organization, is now comprised of four distinct divisions: crop science,
livestock production, pomology and olericuture-floriculture. The total area of the farm is approximately 17-hectare of inclined topography. The inclined areas have
been initially used for livestock management, tea plantation and orchards. Some flat areas have been used for horticultural crop cultivation under greenhouses
and paddy fields. In addition to practical education, the farm also provides advice and direction for graduate and undergraduate students. Diverse research
projects, emphasizing the latest agricultural topics are currently being conducted under both laboratory and field environments.

The Higher Education Center (HEC) at Kagawa University aims to improve the quality of education at Kagawa University
through developing and managing general education courses, which serve as the foundation of undergraduate education;

The Microstructure Device Integration Research Center was established in April 2005. Based on the “micro/nano
machining technology” that the Faculty of Engineering and Design has been exploring, the Center is developing various
microstructured devices such as micro sensors, micro actuators, and bioanalytical chips, which will be used in various
application fields including medicine, an area of expected growth, thereby promoting cross-disciplinary research and
development that integrates the needs and seeds of different fields. The Center promotes cross-disciplinary research and
development that integrates the needs and seeds of different fields.

The technology of this center is based on microdevice fabrication technology that enables the fabrication of
microstructures in semiconductor silicon, polymer materials, glass substrates, and other materials. Using this
technology, many innovative sensors and actuator devices that realize new functions and performance not previously
possible have been developed, and the development of application technology for these devices is proceeding in a wide
range of fields.
