Kagawa University was established in May 1949 as a national university with two
faculties (Faculty of Liberal Arts and Faculty of Economics) under the newly revised
educational system. The Faculty of Liberal Arts was created from the former Kagawa
Normal School and the former Kagawa Youth Normal School. The Faculty of Economics
was created from the former Takamatsu Specialized School of Economics.

July 1955  Kagawa Prefecture Agriculture College joined the university as the Faculty of Agriculture.
April 1966  Faculty of Liberal Arts was renamed Faculty of Education.
April 1981  Faculty of Law was established.
October 1997 Faculty of Engineering was established.
October 2003 Kagawa University amalgamated with Kagawa Medical University (*).
April 2004  National University Corporation Kagawa University was established.
April 2004  Graduate School of Management was established.
April 2004  Kagawa-Ehime Universites’ Graduate School of Law was established.
April 2022  Graduate School of Science for Creative Emergence was established.

Supporters and Tutors for International Students

Assistance is provided for international students by “Supporters” for the first month after
arrival. “Supporters” and “Tutors” are either Japanese students or senior international
students. Besides assisting new international students to check into the dorms on the day
of arrival, Supporters also provide help in daily needs (shopping, taking public transport,
etc.), and official documentation in the city or town halls, in addition to opening bank
accounts and applying for mobile phones.

Tutors take over from the second month onwards, helping international students with
academic matters. Tutors are normally assigned for up to one year, and if necessary, the
assigned period may be extended depending on the situation.

The Kagawa University Library consists of four separate libraries. The Central Library is
located in the main Saiwai Campus while the other three libraries are located in the listed
faculties. The respective number of books held in the Central Library, Medical Faculty
Library, Engineering and Design Faculty Library, and Agriculture Faculty Library are
601,000; 134,000; 29,000; and 90,000. These books can be searched from inside
and outside of the university. In addition to books, the libraries hold audio visual equipment,
electronic journals, and academic databases. Besides academic resources, the libraries
also house novels (English and Japanese), comics (Japanese), and artifacts related to the
Japan Inland Sea. Users can also make photocopies, inter-library book loans, or request
photocopies of materials from other libraries. Students can also make use of the internet
facilities to write reports, search for references, or use email services. To use these services,
students need to show their student ID at the service counter.

B Museum

The museum, located on the first floor of Building No. 1 on the Saiwai-cho North Campus,
opened in April 2008. It collects, preserves, and displays valuable specimens, materials, and
inventions accumulated through Kagawa University's education and research.

The museum features permanent exhibits of natural history specimens, such as rocks,
minerals, and plants and animals, as well as technological history materials, including rare
sugars and their production equipment. In addition to these exhibits, the museum hosts
special and temporary exhibitions. It serves as an open space for the community by offering
museum lectures and hands-on workshops for elementary, middle, and high school students,
as well as the general public.

The museum is open from Tuesday to Saturday (excluding holidays and periods when
exhibits are being changed) from 10:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. For the latest information on
opening days, hours, and exhibit details, please visit the website below.

b Health Consultation

All students are welcome to use this service when feeling ill, unwell, or have any
health concerns. Depending on your symptoms, you may be referred to a specialist,
so please bring your Individual Number Card (a.k.a. My Number Health Insurance
Card) or National Health Insurance Eligibility Certificate. Additionally, it is important
to measure your body temperature when you are not feeling well, so make sure to
have a thermometer handy.

¢ Therapy

The health center offers mental health counseling services with a dedicated psychological
counselor for students. If you have any concerns, such as wanting to reflect on yourself,
think about your personality, or consider your interpersonal relationships, please feel free to
consult with them. Consultations are generally by appointment, and you can schedule one
by phone or e-mail.

d First Aid Treatment
The Health Center provides first aid treatment for injuries, sprains or any other
problems. Beds are also available for students who suddenly feel sick.

e Self-Assessment Corner

Instruments to gauge physical conditions such as height, body weight, weight of inner
adipose tissues, blood pressure, grip strength, and eyesight can be freely used by students
under the supervision of a nurse.

F Harassment Counseling Service

Harassment refers to a behavior that makes others feel uncomfortable. (For example,
references made to sex, race, nationality, age, origin, and physical or mental disabilities.)
If the recipient of the behavior feels uncomfortable, it is considered harassment. If this
happens, consult a student counselor immediately. Your privacy will be maintained at all
times and you will not be put in a disadvantaged position by consulting. Furthermore,
besides the victim, any third person who witnessed the harassment are encouraged to
consult with the student counselor.

m Certificates

A Student ID Cards

Student ID cards are issued to all students enrolled at the university. Regular students
are issued with Gakuseisho (Student card) while auditor-students are issued with
Mibunshomeisho (Identity card). ID cards are required to register for classes, to take term
exams and to use facilities such as the library. The ID card will be issued to each new
student at the time of administrative services at the Educational Affairs Section or
Educational Affairs Group.

B Certificate of Enroliment

Certificates of enrollment are required while applying for a visa or scholarships.

Students should request for
this certificate well in advance as it takes several days to process.

E Commuter Passes (Certificate of Commuting Student)

Students who use trains or buses for commuting can purchase discounted commuter
passes. When buying a pass, please present your certificate of commuting student at the
ticket counter of the respective transportation service.

The Japan Railways student discount is available only to undergraduate and graduate
students. However, Kotoden commuter passes can be purchased by non-degree students
as well. You do not need a certificate of commuting student to buy a Kotoden pass; just
bring your student ID to the station ticket counter Discounted.

F Student Discount Card (Gakuwarisho)

Japan Railways gives a 20% discount to students who travel more than 100 km one
way. The discount card should be presented while purchasing the ticket. The card is valid
for three months after issue.

A Tuition Fee Waiver

Graduate students with excellent academic records encountering economic difficulties
may apply for full or partial tuition fee waivers of up to 50%. Applications of tuition fee
waivers are accepted each semester. Information is posted on the bulletin board of each
Faculty. Students are encouraged to check the bulletin board regularly and carefully.

(Undergraduate students research students and auditors are not eligible for tuition fee
waivers.)

2. Procedures for Immigration

[] If you plan to stay in Japan for any purposes other than study and/or
work: As your current visa only allows you to stay in Japan as a full-time
college student, you cannot remain for any other purposes. Please
leave Japan after the completion or graduation even if there is time
remaining before your visa expires. Otherwise, you will be regarded
illegal by the immigration authority and may be deported from Japan.

If you would like to continue looking for a job in Japan: You must
change your visa status. Please contact your faculty. If you are
regarded illegal by the immigration authority, you may be deported
from Japan.

] If you are employed in Japan: You must go to the Immigration Office
to change your visa status.

3. Procedures at the City Office
Submit a move-out notice, withdraw from national health Insurance
and national pension, settle any outstanding premiums, and return
your individual number card (My Number Card).

4. Residential Matters
Residents of the private apartments should follow their landlord.
Residents of dormitories should follow the dormitory’ s manager.

5. Procedures at the Bank
Bank accounts, including those at Japan Post Bank, must be closed in
person at the service counter. If you have registered for automatic public
utility debits from your account, you must ensure that all debts are paid
before closing. If you are the recipient of a scholarship or salary, you
must ensure that funds for the final payments are deposited into your
accounts before you close your bank account.

6. Procedures at the Airport
The Residence Card must be returned to the immigration officer at the
port of departure; do not pack it in your check-in luggage.

7.0thers (Cell phone, Internet etc.)
Do not forget the final payments and cancel any contracts.
