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4.Residence

4-1 Kagawa University International Student House

The International Student House is located in Yashima, which is about 8 kilometers from
the Saiwai-cho Campus. Admission into this dormitory is in April or October and the permitted
residence period is one year. The respective application deadlines are late February and
late July. Please inquire at the Educational Affairs Section of your Faculty or Adminstrative
Group of International Office.

* All rooms are furnished with a bed (mattress only), wardrobe, table, chair, bookrack,
refrigerator, toilet, and air conditioner.

* A disinfection and cleaning fee of 7,500 yen is required when moving into the dormitory.

* A monthly Wifi usage fee of 1,500 yen will be collected.

4-2 Kagawa University International House

International House is located in Maedahigashi-machi, a few minutes from the Faculty
of Medicine campus in Miki-cho. International House is for students from abroad and
visiting foreign researchers.

When a room becomes available at the residence, it will be advertised. The period of
stay is, as a rule, limited to one year, but in the case of insufficient applicants, the period
can be extended for another year. For further details, please consult the Educational
Office at the Medical Faculty.

* All rooms are furnished with a bed, wardrobe, table, chair, bookshelf, refrigerator,
washing machine, bath, and air conditioner.

4-3 Kagawa University Hanazono Dormitory

Hanazono Dormitory is located about 2.4 kilometers from Saiwai Campus. Admission into
this dormitory is in April or October and the permitted residence period is one year. The
respective application deadlines are late February and late July. Please inquire at the
Educational Affairs Section of your Faculty or Adminstrative Group of International Office.

electric cooker, wash basin, and air conditioner.

* A disinfection and cleaning fee of 7,500 yen is required when moving into the dormitory.

* A monthly Wifi usage fee of 1,500 yen will be collected.
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4-4 Kagawa University Kaminocho International Dormitory

This is the first time Kagawa University is launching a mixed-dormitory whereby an
international student and a Japanese student can stay together in the same apartment.
The period of stay is as a rule limited to two years.
The location and facilities are as follows.

<Facilities> Concrete, Four floors
In each apartment, there is a common space that includes kitchen, dining
space, shower room, toilet and store room. For private use, there are two
individual bedrooms

< Rent > 23,000 yen for one room (46,000 yen for two rooms)
(Water, electricity and gas are charged separately)

* The common space has a table and cabinet, refrigerator, washing machine,
microwave oven. Each individual bedroom is furnished with air conditioning, curtain,
desk, chair, desk carpet, and small cabinet with lock.

* A disinfection and cleaning fee of 14,500 yen is required when moving into the dormitory.

* A monthly Wifi usage fee of 1,500 yen will be collected.

4-5 Guest House

The Guest House is for part-time instructors or other official guests staying for a short
term, or for other people in certain special circumstances.
Application for a reservation should be made to the Administrative Division, at the
Faculty of Medicine at least 5 days before the day you wish to start your stay.
The location and facilities are as follows.

Akatsuki-Sou (a five minute walk from the Faculty of Medicine campus)

Points to note:The special room and regular rooms are equipped with their own
toilet and bath. Guests in Japanese rooms are asked to use the communal
bathroom on the first floor. Air conditioning is charged separately.

4-6 Private Housing

There are two general types of private housing.
OApartments— usually of one to three rooms with a bathroom and kitchen; rental
rates vary depending on the adjoining facilities and location.

ORental houses—usually Japanese style
As a rule, both types of housings are unfurnished. You need to either rent or buy the
necessary furnishings if you choose to rent private housing.
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A Renting Private Housing

Real estate agencies have information on apartments and houses available for rent.
These agencies have advertisements for available housing posted on their shop front
windows. You need to inform the agent the kind of apartment you are looking for (for
example, budget, size of housing, whether you would like a kitchen, bath, and/or toilet,
your transportation needs, etc.). The agent will then suggest the housing that may suit
your needs. You may then ask to see the room. If you do not like the room, you may tell
the agent so. There is no charge for asking questions or for looking.

If you like the room, but would like to think about it, or consult a friend before making
a decision, tell the agent so. When renting through a real estate agency, it is better to go
with someone who is familiar with life in Japan, such as an experienced foreign person or
a Japanese friend.
A 1DK (one-room, dining, kitchen) apartment with its own bath and toilet in
Takamatsu City, and costs between 20,000 yen and 60,000 yen per month.
University Co-operative also has information on Private Housing.

a Rent-Related Costs
When finalizing a contract to rent a room in Japan, it is customary to pay “tetsukekin”

(holding deposit), “shikikin” (deposit fee), “ reikin” (gratitude fee), and “chukai assenryo”
(agent’s fee) in addition to the rent that should be paid in advance. You will need a total
of four to seven month’s rent for these fees.

OThe “ tetsukekin” is a deposit paid before signing the rental contract to indicate your
interest in the property. This deposit will be applied to part of the fees you must pay
upon signing the contract. However, please note this deposit may not be returned to
you should you later decide not to rent the property.

OThe “shikikin” is applied to the costs of cleaning and any repairs of premises that may
be required when you move out. Any money remaining is returned to the tenant, but
extra charges may be levied in some cases as well. The shikikin ranges from one
month to three months of rent.

OThe “reikin” or “kenrikin”, an expense required by custom, is an honorarium paid to the
landlord to show your gratitude. It is not returned to you when you move out of
the premises. This usually amounts to the equivalent of one or two months of rent.
Some rental property may not require this.

OThe “chukai assenryo” is the fee - usually the equivalent of one month's rent - paid
to the real estate agent who introduced you to the rental property.

OAdvance rent: Rent should be paid for the month you are moving in. When a rental
contract has been signed after the month has already begun, the advance rent may be
prorated to the day.
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b Rental Contract Procedures and Precautions

Once details have been settled between the landlord and the potential tenant, a rental
contract is drawn up. Since the contract is legally binding once concluded, make sure to
fully understand its terms before signing it or stamping it with your name seal. Furthermore,
a guarantor is usually needed when concluding a rental contract. The guarantor must bear
the responsibility for any rent that the tenant fails to pay to the landlord. Kagawa prefecture
has a program to help international students regarding this matter (explanation below).

Since most rental contracts are written in Japanese, you would better ask your tutor
/Japanese friend to accompany you when you sign the contract. Keep valuable documents
such as your contract and receipts for your shikikin and reikin in a safe place.

The rental contract is usually renewed once every two years. If you would like to renew
the contract, you must give the landlord at least one month’ s notice.

¢ General Housing Compensation Insurance for International Students
(Handled by JEES)

This insurance covers property damages due to accidental fires or other causes or
injuries to other people due to your own negligence (any other family members living with
you are eligible). If you wish to use the Kagawa prefecture program, it is mandatory to
have this insurance.

For details, contact Educational Affairs Section in your Faculty or Administrative Group.

In Japan, a guarantor is usually required before you can move into a private apartment.
This insurance policy makes it easier for foreign students to secure a guarantor while easing
the psychological and financial burdens placed on the person acting as your guarantor.

<Premium> [Effective after March 1, 2017]

For one year: 4,000 yen For two years: 8,000 yen

< Insurance Coverage >

-Insurance covers indemnity for the damages of rented house (or room) to the

landlord when the insured is responsible by law for the damages due to accidental
fires or explosions.

‘The insured will be indemnified, if the insured suffers an injury in an accident

during the period of indemnity and develops a physical impediment.

-Insurance covers property damages of the insured due to fires, explosions,

cooking, etc.

-When a joint surety is claimed to pay delayed house rents, repair fees for damages

or renovation fees to the original state, the insurance compensates the joint surety
for the expenses.

d Kagawa Prefecture Program to Help International Students to Secure Housing

As an international student, you have the option to request Kagawa Prefecture
International Exchange Association to be the guarantor when renting apartments.

To qualify for this program, however, you need to first have the General Housing
Compensation Insurance.

Please see the Educational Affairs Section or Adminstrative Group of International Office
for details.
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B Rent and Other Fees
After you move into the premise, you will be required to pay monthly maintenance
fees for the upkeep of common facilities and utility charges in addition to your rent.

a Rent (Yachin)

The monthly rent is usually paid one month in advance.
b Maintenance Fees (Kyoekihi)

These are fees paid by all residents of a building to cover the management fees
and maintenance of common facilities, such as stairways, hallways, elevators, and other
areas shared by tenants. In some cases these charges may be included in the rent.
Otherwise, you will have pay a separate sum.
¢ Utility Charges (Kokyo-ryokin)

You may be charged separately for utilities such as electricity, gas, water, and telephone.
You may be requested to pay these directly to the individual utility companies.

C Moving Out of Your Rented House/Apartment

When you decide to move out of your rented house/apartment, you should give your
landlord at least one month’s notice. If you fail to give the notice until the last minute, you
will be charged the next month’s rent. The landlord will use your shikikin (deposit fee) for
cleaning, to make repairs and restore the property to its original condition. If there is a
balance in the shikikin after the repair work, it will be returned to you. However, if the
shikikin is insufficient to cover all repair expenses, you will be asked to pay the difference.
Do not forget to settle your electricity, gas, water, telephone and other utility bills when
moving out.

4-7 Utility charges

A Electricity

In Kagawa Prefecture all electrical appliances run on a frequency of 60Hz and a
voltage of 100V. If you would like to use electric appliances brought in from abroad, you
should consult an electric appliance store. The Shikoku Electric Company supplies
electricity to all areas of Kagawa Prefecture except Shodoshima and Naoshima.

The Chugoku Electric Company serves the Shodoshima and Naoshima areas.

a Application

To apply for electricity, you need to first switch on the safety breaker to “ A" (iri) usually
found near the entrance area. After confirming that the electricity is flowing properly, fill in
the postcard, which is usually attached to the breaker, and send it to the electric company.
You will be required to fill in your name, address, the date of your move in, and the number
on the electric meter. You may also apply directly at the electric company.

b Bill Payment

The meter will be inspected monthly. Bills are payable at the post office, convenience
stores or banks. You can also have the bill automatically deducted from your bank or post
office account.

¢ Inquiries, Problems, Discontinuing Service
If you have any questions or problems relating to the electricity in your home or if you
wish to discontinue the service, contact your electric company directly.
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B Water
Although tap water is drinkable in Japan, you should not drink raw water on campus.
The water supply is under the jurisdiction of the local municipal office.

a Application

Application for water service must be made directly to your local municipal water
department. Information required on the application form includes your name, home
address and the date you want the water service to begin.

b Bill Payment

The meter will be inspected monthly or bi-monthly, depending on the area in which
you live. Bills are payable at any post office or by automatic transfer from your bank
account.

¢ Inquiries, Problems, Discontinuing Service
Call your local water supply bureau if you have any questions, problems or if you wish

to discontinue the service. The information required is your name and your user’s
number, which is written on your water bill.

C Gas

There are two kinds of gas: city gas or liquefied petroleum (LP) gas. Before
purchasing any equipment for use with gas, it is necessary to check the gas type used in
your home.

City gas is available only in Takamatsu, Sakaide, Marugame, Zentsuji, Tadotsu, Utazu,
and Kotohira and It is provided by the Shikoku Gas Company. Since the gas is hazardous,
you should be careful when using it. To detect gas leaks, a small compact machine can be
purchased from your gas company.

a Application

To have gas supplied into your home, call Shikoku Gas Company or a LP gas dealer.
A serviceman will come to your home to provide the required service. As it is very
dangerous, do not try turning on the gas yourself.

b Bill Payment
The gas meter is inspected monthly. Payment can be made at any post office or by
automatic bill payment from your bank account.

¢ Inquiries, Problems, Discontinuing Service

You must contact the gas company or your LP gas dealer if you should have any
inquiries, problems or if you wish to discontinue the service. To discontinue the service,
you are required to notify Shikoku Gas Company or your LP gas dealers at least one day
in advance.
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4-8 Daily Living Customs

Since Japanese culture and customs may differ from those of other countries,
misunderstandings may arise between foreign tenants and their landlord and neighbors
over unexpected matters. Please be aware of the daily living of Japanese people.
Particular attention should be given to observing the customs described in the following
subsections.

A Ventilation

Due to the high level of humidity in Japan, fungus tends to grow on house/apartment
walls or its furnishings. Please be careful about preventing the growth of fungus in your
home as this may cause a problem between you and your landlord. You are encouraged
to keep your home well ventilated to prevent the growth of fungus.

B Interior Care

If you damage or spoil your rented house/apartment or its furnishings, you must pay
for the repairs yourself. As a custom, you should also restore everything to its original
condition at your own expense before moving out. If you wish to make any renovations,
you must first obtain permission from your landlord.

C Cohabitation, Noise and Other Matters

It is a custom in Japan to rent a house/apartment to a single tenant, and this is
usually stated in the rental contract. It is considered a violation of the contract for
additional people to live in the rented house/apartment without obtaining permission
from the landlord. According to Japanese custom, it is also considered bad manners to be
noisy, or to cook in hallways or other shared areas in the apartment buildings.

D Garbage Disposal

Household garbage is collected at a designated place, at a set day and time
depending on the area in which you live. It is best to ask your landlord or neighbors
for this information. Be sure to put the garbage in designated garbage bags before
throwing them out. Different municipalities have different designated garbage bags.
The rules and regulations are very complex, so please contact the Sanitation
Department of your local municipal office for details.

a Inflammable Waste specially-designated bag (to be purchased by yourself from stores)

Kitchen waste, paper trash, cloth trash, wood or bamboo goods, tapes, paper
diapers, small quantities of branches or dry leaves, etc.

b Noninflammable Waste specially-designated bag (to be purchased by yourself from stores)
Plastic goods, pieces of chinaware, leatherwear, pieces of glass, etc.

¢ Hazardous Waste

Dry cell, mercury thermometer, fluorescent lamp
Dry cells and mercury thermometers should be put in clear plastic bags.
Fluorescent lamps are supposed to be put in the corrugated cardboards that
came with the lamps upon the purchase.

d Cans, Bottles, Plastic Bottles
These should be put in white or translucent vinyl bags together.

e Paper and Cloth/Clothing
Newspaper, magazine, corrugated cardboard
Each item should be tied in bundles.
Clothing, underwear, sheets, towels
Put in white or translucent plastic bags.

f Plastic Containers

Wraps, polystyrenes, bottles, food trays, etc.
Put in white or translucent plastic bags and dispose them.

g Large Waste and Special Waste (chargeable service)
Large furniture, large household garbage
Carry these by yourself to a disposal institution or call the
“Large Waste Reception Center”  TEL 087-834-0366

h Large Electrical Appliance under Home Appliance Recycling Law (chargeable service)
Refrigerator, TV, washing machine, air conditioner
Carry these by yourself to a disposal institution or call the
“Large Waste Reception Center”  TEL 087-834-0366

Burnable Garbage (to be disposed in special designated garbage bags
which need to be purchased from stores)

Kitchen waste (vegetable scraps, disposable chopsticks, etc), paper, cloth, wood
bits, pampers, small branches, cotton seating pillows, plastic, gum, leather goods
Non-Burnable Garbage (to be disposed in translucent plastic bags)
Dangerous items should be wrapped in newspaper and labeled “/&f%” on the
outside. Small electric appliances of up to 40 cm, ceramics, glass, clocks, lamp
stands, electric bulbs, fluorescent tubes, and other dangerous items like knives,
shaving blades, lighters, etc.)

Toxic ltems

Miki-town does not collect these items. Call a professional for items such as agricul-
tural chemicals, medical goods, battery, gas tank, tires, etc.

Cans, bottles, plastic bottles

Put these items in designated bags or containers when disposing. These items
include aluminum cans, steel cans, glass bottles, and plastic bottles.

Paper, Cloth

Tie these items with rope or string or put them in a translucent large bag when
disposing. These items include newspapers, magazines, cardboard, towel, and clothes.
Alkaline Battery (non-rechargeable type)

Put these in the specially provided red bucket. For rechargeable type batteries, bring
them to the shop you purchased them from.

Large Garbage bigger than 40 centimeters and smaller than 1 meter, or
weighing below 20 kilograms

These items include vacuum cleaners, winter stoves, electric fans, gas ranges,
futons, etc. Tie each item separately with rope when disposing.

Large Garbage measuring over 1 meter or weighing over 20 kilograms
Miki-town does not collect these items.

Call Miki Town Cleaning Center (Tel 087-898-2554) directly for service.

These items include large cupboards, sofa sets, carpets, desks, mattresses, beds,
etc.

Items Governed by the Law for Recycling Electric Appliances

These items include television, air conditioner, washing machine, clothes dryer,
refrigerator, etc. For personal computers, call the manufacturer for directions. For
motor bikes, contact dealers with the “Recycling” mark.
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
